For applicants/partners from Switzerland, The Netherlands and Germany it is compulsory that the national funding regulations are checked with the contact persons at respectively SFOE, RVO and FNR. For applicants/partners from other countries it is strongly recommended that the national funding regulations are checked with the contact person at the respective funding agencies (see National contact points in the Call Text) before submitting a pre-proposal. Annex I to the Call Text lists any specific national rules to be adhered to.
